Battelle-Darby Creek Metro Park is one of Central Ohio’s largest parks covering nearly 6,000 acres
of land and water featuring oak, hickory and mixed floodplain forests, prairies and bluffs, wetlands
and the Big and Little Darby Creeks. Prior to Ohio’s settlement in the late 18" century, the Darby
Plains was a vast tall grass prairie with numerous groves of oak and hickory trees. Metro Parks
has restored 200 acres of prairie using only seeds native to the Darby Plains. Indian Ridge Picnic
Area—The entrance road to this portion of the park gives visitors a preview of the splendor of the
parklands with its purple coneflower, royal catchfly, prairie dock, big bluestem, other wildflowers
and grasses. Cedar Ridge Picnic Area—This serves as the main entrance to the park and is still
one of the most popular destination points. Walk the trails to the Big Darby Creek overlook and
enjoy the wildlife, wild flowers and foliage.
