Grove City Town Center 
area merchants
The Town Center is located on Broadway 
(Rt. 62) just minutes from all Grove 
City hotels. From I-71 (Exit 100) follow 
Stringtown Road to Hoover Road where 
the roadway becomes Columbus Street. 
Follow it one mile to the west for the 
Town Center area. From I-270, take Exit 

2 and drive south on Rt. 62 about two miles. Shop several craft 
and gift stores, embroidery shop, custom jeweler, picture frame 
shop and art gallery, photo gallery, large scrapbooking retailer, 
quilt and fabric shop, candle shop, 
antiques, sports cards, music store, 
landscape and nursery. While in Grove 
City, take time to seek out the many 
other merchants and restaurants that 
make this city great. View the three 
building murals in the Town Center.

Parkway Centre 
and merchants within one mile
Parkway Centre is a regional shopping center in Southwest 
Franklin County. Located at Exit 100/Stringtown Road off I-71, 
the center features many chain and local retail shops.
